1. Your new Seagate Backup Plus Slim portable drive comes with the drive, printed guide,
and a USB cable.
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3. Your computer will recognize the drive and open one of the following:
a. Dialog box - select “Open Folder to View Files” then select “Seagate Dashboard
Installer.exe” to begin installation.
b. Folder view — select “Seagate Dashboard Installer” to install.
c. Other - if your computer opens a different prompt, close it and access the
installation files by going to the Start menu and opening the drive. Then select the
“Seagate Dashboard Installer” application file
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Once Dashboard installation has begun, close any open folders to see installation
progress. NOTE: if a Registration box pops up and prevents installation progress, close

the Registration box and delay or refuse product registration.

When the InstallShield Wizard has completed, click “Finish”

. Accept the License Agreement to install the Seagate Dashboard software. (Note that

you now have a new icon for the Dashboard on your desktop.)
